




Profile
The purpose of these residencies is to discover new 

talents rather than to confirm internationally-

known artists. This program provides them with a 

professional network useful for their career path, vi-

sibility and the possibility to carry out their  project. 

In order to be eligible, applicants must comply 

with the following conditions : 

- Must be French or English speaking artists of 

foreign nationality and not living in France.

- Practice in the field of the visual arts (drawing, 

painting, sculpture, ceramics, photography, video, 

installation, performance, graphics, design, 

textile).

- Have a singular, contemporary artistic ap-

proach, demonstrating a deep attachment to his/fer 

endogenous culture.

- Must not be well-known in France, particularly in ins-

titutional circuits.

Duration
We offer residencies from one to three months 

all throughout the year depending on the needs 

of the artists, the scope and the nature of their 

projects.

Involvement in the Center’s 
cultural activities
The artists may be asked to participate in the 

World Cultures Institute’s activities (exhibitions, 

conferences...) and to disseminate their  work 

to the public  through workshops and a public 

presentation during or at the end of the residency.

Contributions of the World 
Cultures Institute 
- Expenses for round-trip transportation of the artist 

from his country of residence.

- Lodging (furnished studio on the premises of the 

center).

- A stipend covering meals and living expenses

- A working space and equipment.

- Communication and dissemination of informa-

tion about the residency and the associated events 

throughout the stay. 

- Organization of meetings with professionals and 

school audiences.



Contributions of the artist
- Participation in one or two pedagogical workshops 

with the assistance of the team of the Center: expla-

nation of the approach (context, techniques and as-

pirations) and a short practical workshop.

- A public presentation at the end of the residency.

- As regards any post-residency exhibition of the 

works created during the residency, it is mandatory 

that reference always be made to acknowledge the 

residency as the time period when the works were 

created.

Applications
Application forms are disseminated through 

institutional and professional networks, French 

Embassies abroad, art schools and cultural 

centers which help promote this program. Artists 

can also submit their application by sending or 

emailing the following documents directly to the 

World Cultures Institute: 

-  a  dozen (minimum) pictures  or  2-3 videos 

of  their  work(s) ,  as  wel l  as  a  dated and signed 

affidavit  ensuring that the artist is the author 

and sole creator of the works. In case of collabo-

rative or collective works,  all  co-authors must 

be mentioned.

- a resume (career path, nationality, address, 

date of birth, telephone, e-mail...).

- a  le tter  of  intent,  in French or  in English, 

specifying the desired length of residency.

N. B .  :  I f  p h y s i c a l l y  c h a l l e n g e d  o r  v i s u a l l y 

impaired, the artist should make sure to men-

tion his/her condition in the application so as to 

enable the Resource Center’s team to take this 

into consideration when setting up the residency.



Artist selection
A committee composed of representatives of the 

World Cultures Institute, the Ministry of Culture 

and Communication’s regional office, the city of 

Vitré, CulturesFrance and professionals (Art critics,  

exhibition curators...), is responsible for examining 

the applications twice a year (beginning of February 

and September). The World Cultures Institute also 

reserves the right to invite the artists of its choice. 

The selected artists are invited to take advantage of 

the residency to carry out a specific project, either to 

go into greater depth with an earlier approach or to 

start on some new research. Different personalized 

approaches and working frames are possible : 

- Help start or extend and make concrete the artist’s 

project(s) already underway.

- Offer the artist to interact with the Resource Center’s 

programming (exhibition, conferences, concerts...) 

and to work on the themes being studied at the time 

of the residency. 

- Help the artist work in collaboration with one of 

the Resource Center’s  partners in the Vitré area: 

another cultural institution, municipality,  associa-

tion or business qualifying with the needs and tech-

nical requirements of the artist.
